Huntington – The Annual Spring Concert for Gateway Regional High School will be Thursday, May 15th at 7 p.m.  The concert will feature the concert band, concert choir, jazz band and show choir. 

This year’s concert promises to be very special, and will feature a number of unique performances. 

The concert will unveil a new composition—by Gateway’s own instrumental music director Paul Sawyer. Other highlights include: Show Choir will perform a medley from the rock group Queen; Concert choir will perform a medley of music from Mary Poppins; senior Jena Igel will be the featured soloist with the concert band on Trumpeters Lullaby; the clarinets will perform the Beatles song “When I’m 64”, with senior Hannah Long singing. This will be the second time this arrangement has ever been performed, and the arranger will be present at the concert.

The seniors will also perform one band song by themselves.
